I.  Undergraduate and Master’s students
As a rule, the application file for admission to study at the Constanta maritime University has to be sent to our University.
The file shall be checked and then sent to the Ministry of Education, Research, Youth and
Sports in Bucharest together with our formal acceptance.
The International Students Department - http://www.edu.ro/index.php/articles/12645) of the Ministry does the final checking and a Letter of Acceptance is issued and sent either to the applicant or to the university.

This letter allows the applicant to obtain the study visa from the Romanian Embassy in his / her country (http://www.mae.ro/index.php?unde=doc&id=6194&idlnk=4&cat=6). Upon arrival in Romania, the Ministry will issue the Order of the Minister, a document required for enrolling at the University.
The application file must contain the following documents (certified/authorised translations into English):
1.
Application forms, filled in, with photo (http://www.edu.ro/index.php/articles/c371/);
2.
Baccalaureate (high school) Diploma with the transcript of records, endorsed by the Romanian Embassy in his / her country or with the Hague Apostille;

3. Birth certificate;
4. Passport copy;
5. Medical Certificate.
If the applicant does not speak Romanian and the chosen specialization is taught in Romanian, then he/she should learn Romanian during a preparatory year.

This is the minimum fee recommended by the Ministry of Education. For the academic year 2010 - 2011, the Senate Board of Constanta Maritime University has decided to charge the minimum fee. This is subject to change at the beginning of each academic year.
Upon arrival in Romania, the accepted candidate will have to be present for registration at Constanta Maritime University, having the following documents:

1. the letter of acceptance;
2. the school certificate (mentioned above), in original;
3. a photo-copy of the birth certificate, translated and officially endorsed;
4. the health certificate (translated into Romanian or English);
5. 2 photos 3/4 cm;
6. the passport with the study visa.
The accepted candidates are requested to register before October 1st, the official opening date of the academic year.
Summary of steps to be taken for registration:
1.
Send your documents and the application form to the Constanta Maritime University. Then we will send our approval to the Ministry of Education, Research, Youth and Sports in Bucharest so that you would receive the Letter of Acceptance;
2. Based on the Letter of Acceptance (and payments where requested), applicants will receive the study visa from the Romanian Embassy in their country;
3. Upon your arrival in Romania, contact the Department of International Relations Constanta Maritime University. In order to get enrolled, you must submit the original study documents and their translated copies.
II.  PhD students
Only university graduates with a Bachelor’s Degree and a Master’s Degree are entitled to enroll as doctoral students at Constanta Maritime University.

The enrollment is possible after passing a preliminary examination. The examination usually takes place in the first decade of September each year.
The application file must contain the following documents (certified/authorised translations into Romanian or English):

1. birth certificate;
2. high school certificates, legally certified photocopy or translation;
3. university graduation diploma;
4. postgraduate diploma (Master Degree);
5. Curriculum vitae;

8. formal letter of acceptance from one of our university doctoral supervisors (see  document
